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UK Documentation Requirements

You must be over 18 years of age to marry in Italy.

Your witnesses must also be over 18 years of age.

Your passports must be valid for at least 6 months after the date of your marriage.

British citizens (including Northern Ireland) residing in UK first of all need to give notice of marriage to their local Registry Office. You should not do this more than six months prior to your intended date of marriage.  We will advise you when to apply for your certificates of non impediment.
You will receive certificates of No Impediment within a month.

 It must be sent to Italian Lakes Weddings by registered post along with:

· Full length birth/adoption certificates (originals) which includes parents’ names;

· If any change of name, deed poll (original);. 
· Evidence of termination of any previous marriage of both parties, if applicable, (i.e. original death certificate or divorce decree absolute) together with the previous marriage certificate for a divorced woman if maiden name is not shown on the divorce certificate.
NB. According to Italian law if a woman has been divorced she must wait at least 300 days from the date of divorce before marrying again. 
· Passports (photocopy of page with details);

· Photocopy of page with details of your 2 witnesses’ passports who will be at the ceremony. (If required we can provide witnesses for you)
· Couple information form which we will send you to fill out.

· Please note that your Nulla Osta will be valid for six months from the date on your English or Welsh CNI or three months if presenting a Scottish CNI.

Our wedding organiser in Italy will liaise with the authorities to make sure that all is absolutely in order.
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
